HCD will now issue one annual NOFA, announcing all CDBG allocations/activities in one document.  •	
This means the application and funding cycle will take place once per year for all CDBG allocations 
and activities, except for the Economic Development Over-the-Counter (ED OTC) allocation.  HCD 
anticipates issuing the NOFA every January, with applications due in April.
The application maximum for the 2012 NOFA is $2,000,000, with a maximum of three eligible •	
activities.  The ED OTC maximum is $3,000,000 and is not counted as one of the three activities.
Each application will be scored using a new individual activity scoring system, which will rate and •	
rank each activity against applications for the same activity.  HCD will not blend or average scores 
for multiple activities.  Jurisdictions will be awarded or denied funding based on scores for each 
activity.  Therefore, it is possible to be awarded funds for one activity, but not another.
